In terms of modernization, Japan has come a long way in a short space of
time. Much of that is thanks to Shibusawa Eiichi (1840-1931), who made huge
contributions to Japan's economy. Shibusawa Eiichi helped establish nearly
500 companies. Additionally, as a private sector entrepreneur, his work
led to friendly Japan-US relations. He was also involved in nearly 600 other
projects, such as education, urban planning, and financial support of various
medical facilities.
